For the third year, we are practicing environmental
holiness by partnering with America Recycles Day,
a nationwide initiative by Keep America Beautiful,
thatSy I 6t Sa dza (G2 KSft LJ
creation. Recycle residential florescent tubes and
compact florescent bulbs (CFLs) on America
Recycles Day, November 15, in our church parking
lot near the office entrance, 2-4 p.m., and for your
convenience, the Sunday before, November 12, 9
a.m.-noon, same place.

Carefully bag each CFL in a sealed zip-lock bag, one
per bag. We have plenty of good used zip-lock bags
on hand that you can use to bag your CFLs at
home; pick them up the two Sundays beforehand:
October 29 and November 5.

Transport florescent tubes in the box the new ones
came in (you can take your box back home) or
carefully wrap them in newspaper or other
protective material. Take care not to break as both
kinds of bulbs contain small amounts of vaporized
mercury which is hazardous to human health and
to our environment.

To protect human health, many municipalities
require recycling these mercury containing light
bulbs, yet the EPA estimates that only 24 percent
of fluorescent bulbs are recycled. Do what you can
